• Social Security Disability Income (SSDI). This is not the same as Social Security Income.  

Meals cannot be paid-for on-site but must be pre-paid online or by phone (use phone number to 
purchase by EBT). All orders must be placed before Sunday at midnight, one week prior to pick up 
week due to limited product availability.
